As we anticipate the century's educational challenges, I am drawn to the question that has lingered, for
generations and has perplexed educators, philosophers and parents. Who is an educated person? What should
schools be teaching to students?

In searching for answers, I consider primarily not the curriculum, but the human condition that is largely
essential. Then, I reflect especially on two essential realities of life. First, each person is unique. It is crucial for
educators to affirm the special characteristics of each student. So, we need to create in schools a climate where
students are empowered. But, beyond the diversity of individuals, educators also must acknowledge a second
reality: the deeply rooted characteristics that bind together the human community. We must show students
that people around the world share a great many experiences. Attention to both these aspects of our existence
is crucial.

Quality in education does not flow from a single pipe line. It comes from innumerable sources. Just as the
multiple petals of a flower are essential in the formation of a beautiful flower, so too all the components of an
educational system are essential for a holistic education.

Holistic education requires a proper climate and condition. Efficacious education demands an active
participation from the teachers, the students and the parents. When all of them are sincerely involved in the
common cause then a better quality formation is possible. Then alone will we be capable of reaching a certain
level of excellence in education.

Teachers play a very important role in shaping the personality and the career of the students. The teacher
becomes a model or a guide to the student. The teacher is therefore a catalyst in the life of a student. By his/her
noble presence in the class room he/she can take his/her students to confidence and get him involved in the
process of learning.

The second in importance is the child learner. It is the child who is the centre of all educational activities.
A child's interest in learning is of prime importance — so a conducive atmosphere at home and in the school is
necessary for learning.

The third most important component is the parents — On an average, every student spends only one
fourth the of their time in the school, rest at home. It is the responsibility of the parents to ensure that their
physical presence, concern and constant encouragement will mean much to the child in his/her attempts to
