AND VIRTUE - a man whose silence speaks louder than words. Above all, St Joseph was a MAN OF
FAITH AND HARDWORK.

It is for these virtues, that the Institution has taken St Joseph to be the Patron; to guide us as we
endeavor to form men and women for others. The Motto — Fide Et Labore’ meaning ‘Faith and Toil’
reflects the spirit of St Joseph.

Avul Pakir Jainulabdeen “APJ” Abdul Kalam:
15 October 1931 — 27 July 2015

“Look at the sky. We are not alone! The whole universe is friendly to us and conspires to give the
best only to those who dream and work”.

As a person who never had political ambitions, Dr. AP] Abdul Kalam awakened and encouraged

about society”. His aspiration to shape student’s mind, inspire them to walk the extra mile and
achieve their dreams is beyond appreciation. He cared for children. As the President of India and even
after his retirement, Dr. Kalam spent much time interacting with children and youngsters. He was an
educator par excellence. Education for him was the most powerful tool that could alleviate poverty,
enhance lives and transform India into a developed nation.

Dr. Kalam expressed deep concern for the underprivileged, the unemployed and those without
adequate educational opportunities. In his address to students of IIT Bombay, he said “In the present
context, the education system has to be designed in a way that produces large number of employment-
generators and not just employment-seekers”. To achieve this he said, education must be made more
attractive and skill oriented. He suggested that students be given vocational training so that they leave
school with two certificates — of passing 10+2 examination and of a special skill acquired by them
during schooling, which would enhance their employment potential. If a country is to be corruption
free and become a nation of beautiful minds, he strongly feels there are three key societal members
who can make a difference - they are the father, the mother and the teacher.

Every educated person, according to him, should be a good member of a family, a good member
to society and a good member of nation, which he summed up with this beautiful quote - “Where
there is righteousness in the heart, there is beauty in the character. When there is beauty in the
character, there is harmony in the home. When there is harmony in the home, there is order in the

| nation. When there is order in the nation, there is peace in the world” - in the speech delivered to the
‘ European Union conference. He believed in peaceful co-existence of all cultures, religions and social
systems.

! Sworn in as the 11th President of India in 2002 with an overwhelming majority, Dr. Kalam brought
| in much needed dignity and stature to the presidency. With his inspirational leadership, he gave a
new sense of purpose and vision to the highest office of the country. During his presidential years,
| he threw open the doors of Rashtrapathi Bhavan to ordinary citizens and played host to people with
problems who needed his help. His endearing nature and ability to reach the common man increased
~ his popularity manifold thus earning him the name ‘People’s President’. His main contribution has
i been the proposal of propagating PURA (Providing Urban Amenities in Rural Area) — a plan for
| bridging the rural-urban divide. Dr. Kalam did go through rough weather during his presidential
years. People have been critical with his decision to impose President’s rule in Bihar and signing the
- Office of Profit Bill was one of the toughest decisions he had taken during his tenure. As a person who
| favored abolition of death penalty, it was a difficult task for him as President to decide on the issue of
confirming capital punishment awarded by the courts.

A scientist, statesman, poet and a musician, Dr. AP] Abdul Kalam was born and raised in
Rameshwaram. He studied Physics at St. Joseph’s College, Tiruchirappalli and later aerospace
engineering at Madras Institute of Technology. He came to be known as ‘Missile man of India’ for his

- involvement in India’s space and nuclear programme. He is the recipient of country’s three highest

| civilian honors — Padma Bhushan (1981), Padma Vibhushan (1990), Bharat Ratna (1997) and has
many honorary degrees to his name. Dr. Kalam has penned several poetries and authored many
books. His bestselling autobiography ‘Wings of Fire’ recounts his life and times whereas ‘India 2020’
talks about his dream of seeing India being a super power. His sudden demise on 27 July 2015 came
as a terrible shock to the entire nation. He was 83.
